Request to review barred trustee issue a non starter for school division

A tequest from Springfield conncil to
meet with Sunrise School Division trustees
to discuss recent actions taken by the boad
against Oakbank (Ward 4) Trustee Diane
Duma is apparently not as option.

‘The school division is happy fo meet
with the RM of Springlield on any nunsber
of topics, just not this one, board chair Don
Nichol stated in a leter ta Mayor Tiffany
Fell dated June 5.

“We appreciate your desire 10 work
together with the schoaol division and to
celiaboratively address the mutual business
interests of onr respective organizations,”
Nichol wrofe, “That said, the enforceinent
of the Sunrise Code of Condudt and any
ensuing disciplinary uctions in accordance
with the Public Schools Act are not the
miandate of the municipality, As such, the
baard will not be party ata meeting at which
this is the 1opic of discussion

This past spring, Sunrise trostees vated

unanmously 1o impose sarictions on [iama,
barring her from meetings until May 11
and subcommitices until June 30. Pars of
the resolution ideatified that the hoard
requested Duma agree 10 conain param-
elets presented ta her in an action plan pot
released to the public.

Duma failed to agree to Sunrise’s action
plan and was banned from all meetings uniil
May 22, After once again failing tosipgn that
plan, she was banned untii July 11, During
the period of her suspension, Duma was
alse ordered to not have communication
with divigion staft

While Duma has publicly stated she has
no idea why these actions have been taken
against her, sources say they are i connee-
tion with an ongoing ‘respectiul workplace
complaint' against the trustee from Inst year
whare she was accused of allegedly bully-
ing amember of the Sunrise administration,

At a board meeting in October 2018,
trustees voted to accept the findings of an
investigation into the incident. A second

The board sought geidance from the
Department of Education, the Manitoba
School Board Association (MSBA) and
the division’s lawyer before bringing any
action forward.

At their May 7 council meating, the RM
of Springfield unanimousty voled 10 invite
the Stnrise board to a meeting 1o share the
rationale behind the decision 10 penalize
Duma. The ensaing discussion saw several
counciflors use very direet language in their
criticism of the boards decision. The mewt-
ing ended with Fell stating the RM “should
write a letter o the schioal board directing
thiem to deal with any issucs they have in a
way that doesn’t take away répresentation
from children.”

A subsequent letter from Fell to Sunrise
dated May 21 stated that as Springfield is
the largest contributor to the tax base of the
division, “council is concemned that a board
member, elecied by the residents of Spring-
field, is not being allowed 10 participate in
decisions involving use of public funds.”

“The boatd's actions have effectively
etiminaied board representation for a large
number of residents in Springfield by not
allowing Trustee Dumd to pravide com-
munity Jeadership and accountability to her
constituents,” the letter continugd,

While the letter states Duma was
“elected,” she and fellow Ward 4 Trustee
Karen Insley were acclaimed as they ran
unopposed i the last election. Oakbank is
also the only ward with twoe Suarise trus-
tees, meaning citizens fram Oakbank stil
have representation ia Insley.

Springlield is also represented by Dug-
ald (Ward 3) Trustee Dianne Roeland and
Anola {Ward 2) Trustée Robin Harrig, who
was appointed by the division to represent
Anola and Hazelridge afier nobody ran for
the scaf in the fast election. Harris lives in
the RM of Brokenhead,

Treaty One Territory, MB - Bill C-92, An Act Respecting First
Nations, Inuit and Métis children, youth and families has received
Royal Assent by the Government of Canada. In solidarity with
the Chiefs of Ontario, the Assembly of Manitoba Chiefs (AMC) is
disappointed to see this legislation passed without the inclusion
of key amendments that would have responded to the unique
circumstances and First Nation-specific rights of First Nations
children.

AMC Grand Chief Arlen Dumas stated: “Despite Canada's
commitment to support First Nation-specific child welfare
legislation in Manitoba, through an MOU negotiated in good faith
with the AMC First Nations, the federal government now denies
the force of the MOU.”

The MOU, signed in 2017, provided funding to the AMC to
engage with First Nations in Manitoba to develop their own
legislation in relation to First Nations children in care that
was specific to the rights, interests and circumstances of First
Nations children in Manitoba. AMC First Nations, led by the AMC
Women'’s Council and the AMC First Nations Family Advocate
Office, developed the Bringing Our Children Home Act. AMC First

“Nations were shocked to hear of the Assembly of First Nations

support for pan-Indigenous federal legislation that did not provide
guaranteed funding or sufficient protections for our children from
apprehensions and abuse in foster care.

During the Senate and House studies of the AFN-supported Bill
C-92, the AMC advanced significant concerns about the Bill and
requested substantive amendments. None of the amendments
were adopted.

“We agree with the sentiments expressed by the Chiefs of
Ontario, and other First Nation leaders and child welfare experts
about the significant flaws with this bill that may well make
things worse for First Nation children, families and communities.
Without the statutory guarantee of funding, the government
has set it up to fail. Without any funding commitment from the
federal government for First Nations to develop their laws and
policies, engage in critical training and education, and develop
or improve the infrastructure and supports, the Province will be
able to continue to tear our families apart. It is provincial laws,
policies and practices that have created this humanitarian crisis in
Manitoba. It is just one of the reasons why there are close to 9,000
First Nations children in the CFS system. The National Inquiry into
Murdered and Missing Indigenous Women and Girls has identified
the over-representation of our children in foster care as a modern
form of genocide. Canada should have listened to First Nations
and amended or withdrawn this bill,” said Grand Chief Dumas.

“Regardless of this legislative development, First Nations
in Manitoba will continue to assert their jurisdiction in the area
of children and families. Bill C-92 and the Province of Manitoba
cannot stop that,” concluded Grand Chief Dumas.

There are now over 40 cases
this year, as of June 24, accord-
ing to Manitoba Pork. The latest
available number from the prov-
ince was 36 cases, as of June 18.

Manitoba saw a relative lull
last year in PEDv {oflowing the
2017 owtbreak. Only 16 cases
were confirmed in 2018,

# WHY IT MATTERS

Before 2017, Maniloba caw flve or
fewer cases of porcine epidemic
dizrrthes virus (PEDv), a disease that
I B0 to 100 per cent of piglels
less than a week old. Two years
ago. those annual cases jurmped o
B0, and this year micht be shaning
up much the same.

Anxicty has risen with news
that the virus has crossed west
of the Red River. Faur cases had
been reported in south-central
Manitoba as of June 21.

Two cases were also confirmed
west of the Red River in 2017,
both were later linked (o direct
animal movement from an in-
fected barn in the east. Western
cases this year did not have such
a link, a fact that the Maniteba
Pork Council has noted with
concerm.

“It leads us to question how -

it would have got there,” said
Jenelle Hamblin,  Manitoba
Pork Council manager of swine
health programs. “This virus
is quile clusive and we haven't
heen able to pinpoint a lot as to
how its maving."

Producers did try and reduce
day-to-day transport  follow-
ing the 2017 ouibreak, she said,
although that risk is difficult o
eliminate, since the pork. pro-
duction system requires regular
movement.

Residual immunity has somie-
what buffered piglet loss com-
pared to 2017, Duizer said, al-
though losses in naive barns
have been severe. Ahout 60 per
cent of infected barns this yeay
were previously infected, the
provinee reports.

“It is by no means proteciive
for the entire herd,” he said. “Rut
it does seem to limit the impact
a cer@ain degree, and that obvi-
ously wanes over time. The proh-
lem with (he residual innnunity
is that it's not preventive of the
disease, it just seems 1o limic the
impact. especially in somne of the
older piglets,

Reinfection is notnecessarily a
sign of biosecurity gaps, he add-
cd. Manure from 2017 remaing
a possible chink in a barn's de-

fence, even after the virus has
disappeared from the herd. The
province estimades that residual
risk fromi manure might last at
least two years, although the ex-
act windnw is unknown,

“There certainly could be risk
factors that they maybe didn't
fully address last Uime around,
but in many cases you're also
lInaking at larger fanms in swine-
dense areas and those in them-
selves are risk factors,” he said.

Both Hylife Foods and Maple
Leal Foods are currenty batding
the virus.

Tight Ilvlife Foods barns
had tested positive for PEDv as
of June 19, company founder
Claude Vielfaure said.

“Since (the) first PED showed
up in Manitoba a few vears ago,
we've obwiously looked  very,
very closely to our binsecuricy
controls and wried to improve

s

them over the years and this vi-
Tus is a bit of a mystery on how
it spreads,” he said. “It's a tough
ane.”

The company is looking for
further improvements and extra
biosecurity measures, he said.

The compauy has acquired
additional hogs from otherbarns
in Manitoba and Saskatchewan
due to potential Loss.

Maple Leaf Foods did not re-
veal how many of its barns were
infected, but did confirm the vi-
rus's presence in its facilities.

“All major systems and some
independent farms have had
cases of the virus including Ma-
ple Leaf Foods,” the company
said over email, “All producers in
Manitoba are following stringent
biosecurity protocols. However,
weather and windy conditions
driving aerosol spread via dust
is definitely a factor in this year's
PEDv cases.”

Long shadow of 2017

The CVO believes this year’s
outbreak is still spitlover from
2017, rather than a new source
of infection from out of prov-
inge, Duizer said. Hamblin
pointed to sequencing work
being done to verily current
PEDv strains and confirm where
the continued infections are
coming from.

Veterinarians and the sector as
awhole hope to get a better idea
of how risk factors from 2017
might come into play today, she
said, including things like area
spread, manure application, and
how far the virus might move
without human help.

The virus has been dismay-
ingly tenacious, Duizer noted,
and 2017 carry-over has already
proven more  vigorous than
many assumed at the end of the
outbreak two years ago.

“Ithas surprised us and I think
it's surprised not just us with
the CVO. It's surprised the herd
veterinarians. Its surprised the
sector itself,” he said. “When we
look particularly at the south-
east, we didn't expect the im-
pacts to be kasting this long,”

The CVO has litde idea ol how
long Manitoba's pork scetor
might be fighting the aftermath
2017, although Duizer says his
office is devoting much effort to
answer that question.

“Right now, what we can say
is that it's definitely mare than
a couple of years, that's otvious
if we look back at 2017," he said.

Drug treatment court to open in Brandon

BRANDON - A drug treatmsent court fo help individuals
who are sulfering from chronic aixl acute substance abuse is-
sues i being established in the Westman area, Chief Judge
Maugaret Wiche and Justice Minister Chff Cullen anniusiced,

“It is well recoguized that people with unique cliallenges
such as substance abuse can bencfit greatly from specialized,
holistic wrap-around services,” gaid Wiobe. “Drug treatment
court factlitates and supports this approach while dealing with
the crimsinal justice matter before the court. The provincial
court of Mauitwba is therefore very pleased 1o be esiablishing
such a coart in the Westman area,”

The Menitoba government is providing $75.000 through
the federal Drug Treatmem Court Funding Program
{DTCEP) to support the establistiment of this court.

Drag reatment courts aim 1o break the cycle of drug use,
criminal behaviour and incarceration by establishing a pan-
nership between couts, treatment facilities and social seevice
agencles. The goals of drug weatment courts are o reduce
the number of crimes associated with addiction, reduce harn
due to drug use, s provide the partdcipant with the wols for
vocation and educational success, positive mental and physical
health, appropriate housing aid improved family relation-
ships.

“Drug treatment courts address the root causes of crine
and provide panicipans with the community supports they
need W e productive and positive fives, while réducing costs
w justice, health and social servives,” said Cullen. *The es-

tablishment of 2 drug treatment court in the Westman arca
supports the goals of our govermment's Criminal Justice Sys-
tens Modemization Strategy by reducing relisnice on incarcer-
ation for pos-violent offenders whose erimes were committed
as a result of drug addiction.”

The Westinan drug treatiment court judge will oversce the
court, hut will make decisions n consultation with a icam of
experts that witl inctude the Crowa, defence counsad, the pro-
gram manager and fhe case mangger. Al drog weatment
court participants must plead guilty 1o their charges. appear
i court weekly and work closely with the Westman drug
treamenyt court tearn to design an effective rehabilitation plan,
Wiche said,

Westman drug reatment court will work closely with the
Westman Hub Table, which brings social service profession-
als together w connect at-risk individuals or famities with sup-
ports and services proactively, to ensure participants are

the federal Drug Treament Court Funding Program
{DTCEP), which aims © address ihe underlying substarce-
wse disorders behind an offender’s appedrance in court. In
2018-19, Canada and Manitoba entered into a new five-year
fuding agrecinent which renewed the ongoing funding which
Canada bas been providing 1o Mandtoba drough the DTCFP,

“Drug treamment counts have been proven to be more soc-
cessful at tackling the root causes of ¢riminal behaviour than
conventional criminal justice strategies,” said Cullen. “By
breaking the cycle of drag use, crime and incarceration, pare
ticipants™ lives are directly improved and the community ben-
fits from a reduction in recidivism, unemploymerd and social

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No more ruffing it - Selkirk’s first fenced dog park

1f you feel a stronger
than normal breeze com-
ing from Selkirk Park in
the near future, don't
worry, it's just the addi-
tivnal air flow being cre-
ated by the wagging of
happy dog tails as they
enjoy the city’s first fenced
off-leash dog park.

Ruth Rolfe, the city's
Manager of Parks and Ree-
reation Facilities, says the
purk will be open 10 dogs
and their familics in early
fuly.

The location in Selkirk
Park, across the road from
the campground office, is
a rather fetching one and
was selected for several
TCasons.

“There was considera-
tion for other sites, such

as the fields by the Recre-
ation Complex, and other
areas of Selkirk Park,” Rolfe
said.

“The site in Selkirk Park
has the best topography,
and the most suitable
location for access Lo exist-
ing {foot and road travel!’

The dog park will featare
two double gate entries,
allowing the dog owner
to open the first gate and
close it behind, allowing
owner and dog to stand
in a waiting area while
the other dogs approach
and sniff out the new
arrival. Once everyone
is acquainted, the owner
can upen the second gate
to enter the dog park.

“One of the main things
is dogs are very social, so
when anew guy comes all
the other dogs run to meet
it Rolfe said.

“We didn't want to cre-

ate a situation where the
dogs can get out easily”

There will be a double
gate entry off the roadway
and another on the other
end of the dog paik, off the
walking trail.

The doy park will be
1.75 acres and contained
within a {our-foot high
chain link fence. There will
also be a 12-foot equip-
ment gate so the city can
maintain the area. Public
washtooms are nearby in
Selkirk Park.

Rolfe said there are trees
and s1nall hills within the
park and there will be bags
available for owners to
pick up dogwaste and gar-
bage cans for them to dis-
pose of the bags.

Rules will be posted in
the dog park as well.

A Winnipeg teen is facing multiple
charges following an carly moming
home invasion in the RM of St. An-
drews last week.

On June 18, at approximately 3:10
a.m, Selkirk RCMP responded 1o a
robbery on Norwood Road in the RM
of St. Andrews,

While RCMP were en route to the
<all, the 911 operator continted to up-
date the officers advising that a male
had broken into the residence, had
a knife, and lots of yelfing could be
heard.

Selkirk RCMP members responded
immediately and located a male sus-
pectleaving the scene wearing a hood
tied tightly around his face. The male
took off running and was apprehend-
cd a short distance away.

A 17-year-old male from Winnipeg
was arrested and numerous charges
are pending including Robbery with
a Weapon, Breaking and Entering
with Intent, Disguised with Intent to
Commit an Offence, Forcible Con-
finement, Possession of a Weapon for
Dangerous Purpose, Uttering Threats
and Theft.

The homeowners, a  78-year-old
male and a 77-year-old female, were
treated and released on scene by
paramedics,

RCMI* say the investigation has
determined that the suspeet was in-
volved in the theft of a vehicle in Win-
nipeg and drove the vehicle to the
location on Norwood Road. The sto-
len vehicle was recovered at the resi-
dence.

624-9376 number, according a release
sent out to media last Friday.

These scammers call to say your ac-
count i¢ in arrcars and requires im-
maediate payment. They may leave a
voicemail asking you to call a different
number back. If you talk to them, they
will pretend to look up your address
and account number, and they'l try to

“atrange payment” at non-Hydro lo-
cations.

Manitoba Hydro has four phone
numbers: 1-888-624-9376, 1-866-890-
3856, 204-480-5900, and 204-480-5901.
You should never call any other num-
ber about your Hydro account. Mani-
toba Hydro does not accept payments
over the phone, over PayPal, using
credit cards, or from wire transfers.

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Travel Manitoba efforts to improve tourism working

it's coming close 1o the end of a twa
year fun as the Touris Consultant for
Travel Manitoba as part of the 2017
Northern Manitoba Tourism Strategy and
Al MeLauchlan feels it's thus far been a
big success.

“I've had some really good successes
and all you have 1o do is take a look on a
Friday ~or any day- and sit downtown and
see the vebicle going by with the hoats
and motars atlached. 1t's been unbeliey«
ably successil,” said McLauchlan,

McLauchian officially took on the role
on December 19th, 2017, with a twa year
mandate 1o increase sourisn in tie region,
The province was aiming to sce an
inercase in dellars spent on foarism in the
north of aver $30 million.

Some areas have seen an increase In
tenns of participation, with MclLauchlan
stating ice fishing is perhaps the most
noticeable,

“The ice fishing has just gone through
the vool. You're getting people up here
frony all throughout southern Manitoba,
southern Saskatchewan, you're getting
peaple from the northem United States
like  Minnesota, North Dakota, South

Dakota. We never used 10 see them in the
winler time,” sald Mclauchlan, “Ouy
tocal businesses are secing increased
walk-ing and increased traffic.”

While McLauchlan stated he would
like to see an incrense in fourism years
round and felt all seasons needed promo-
tion, he added theré was one ddditional
perk 1o seeing more tourists roll into town
in the colder months of the yeur.

“The good thing about those people in
the winter time ¢an’t camp. they have to
be in fodpes, tiey have to be in hotels,
they have to be B and B's thed and byeak-
fasts), so that's a hege boost for the com-
manity.”

[n that same vein, there i3 u push to see
increased snowmabiling tourism in the
region. With hundreds of kilometres of
groomed tfalls and climate change pushe
ing spew out of the noitherp United
Sutes, many snowmobilers from that urca
are heading north to find a place to ride.

While that is a good thing for the
region, McLauchlan added the communi-
ty needed to be ready for it

“We need to make community srow-
mobile friendly,” said McLauchlan, “All
frontline people need 1o know the fan-
suage,

“Where do we get onto the trails,
where's the gas, how can | get things

fixed. where do 1 go,” continued
McLauchlan, “People want to come 10 the
narth, peeple want 1 conie and do what
we do up here and we should b the ones
promoting the good that our community
has.”

While an increase in snowmobiling
opportunities would be a boon for The Pas
and area, it is just one picce of the overall
puzzie and waches on the fact that while
there is plenty to do in the norh, there
also isn 't as much that'’s ready-made o go
for tourists,

“The isstie that we have is we have a
tack of products or experiences. When
vau come 1o The Pas what do you do?
Well, you go 1o Clearwater Lake. Ok, well
then what do you do. We'll go fo The
Caves. Ok, their what do you do? Where
€an you rent a boat, where can you renta
paddlchoard, who can take you out? If |
watd Lo ake a 1our who will take me ou”
said McLauchlan, “That's not just The
Pas, that's all throughout the north, that's
all over the place,”

Part of the solution to the problem is
cngaging entreprenewrs. While some
events and activities may not be million
dollar ideas they ¢ach have the capahility
to make money while providing tourists
with a new event or adventure. Part of the
strugple those is convincing those who

have the capacity to fill that gap to ke
the plunge and do it

“It seems there's always that pne litle
hump that stops peopie from doing things
50 my job is 10 find that hump and smoeoth
it out for them, whether that's permitting,
whether that's fonns, funding, whatever,
But people just need to step forward dnd
take that plunge, o if you got an idea step
forward and talk to me,” explained
McLauchian.

Data on how the efforts of Travel
Munitoba and McLauchlan are panning
out is largely ancedotal and not based on
hard numbers -something MeLauchlan
said is the case across the province cur-
rently- there is strang evidence the plan is
working based upon feedback generated.
It will hopefully continue in the years to
come.

“The whole strategy is to get more peo-
ple t spend more ime and more moncy
and the stiategy has worked,” said
McLauchlan,

“We've had some good successes,
we're prefty happy with the way the pro-
grams have rolled out our parinets are all
working  well together,” he added.
“They've been excited about the extra
altention that's been placed on them and
they*re ready to roll up their sleeves and
ot to work.™
