Manitoba Hydro has applied to the Public Utilities Board for a 3.5 per cent average increase
to electricity rates effective September 1, 2023 and a further 3.5 per cent average increase
effective April 1, 2024. As part of this application, Manitoba Hydro is seeking final approval
of the interim rate increase of 3.6 per cent implemented January 1, 2022. Manitoba Hydro
is requesting increases to obtain the revenue needed to run the electric system, perform
maintenance, and rebuild and expand the system as needed to continue to provide
reliable, safe and effective service to customers.

For a residential customer without electric heat (using an average of 1,000 kilowatt-
hours (kWh) per month), the average impact of the proposed increase is approximately
$4 per month after September 1, 2023 and an additional $4 per month after April 1, 2024.

For a residential customer with electric heat (using an average of 2,000 kilowatt-hours
(kWh) per month), the average impact of the proposed increase is approximately $7 per
month after September 1, 2023 and an additional $7 per month after April 1, 2024,
